Kibera, part of Nairobi in Kenya, is Africa’s biggest slum with over 1 million people living in very poor conditions. A Methodist Mission in the midst of Kibera has a whole range of programmes to give a hand up to the local people. One initiative is a school. Children who cannot keep up with work or cannot afford school fees, often drop out of the local school. Volunteers at the Mission teach the children, both primary and secondary age, and the mission provides a meal a day, uniforms and stationery. This year’s JMA overseas project is to help the mission continue this work. Half of JMA’s collection goes to a project within Ireland.
