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What’s in a flag?
Like all countries, Kenya has a flag. A flag tells us something about a country. It might tell us something about the country’s history or what the people in that country think is important. Basically a flag should represent the people. Show them a copy of the Kenyan flag (get someone to print one from the internet for you).

This is the Kenyan flag:
black – the colour of its people
red – blood shed during struggle for freedom

green – for its natural wealth

white – peace

shield & spears - defending all of the above

Some questions for children?

What things do you think are important in life?

(maybe God, family, having fun etc)

What are the important and good things that have happened to you in your life? (maybe having brother/sister, moving schools, a great family holiday)
What sort of person would you like to be? What sort of person does God want us to be?

(maybe generous, honest, reliable, a good friend, stand up for what we believe etc)

Design your own flag

Tell the children they are going to design their own flag. The flag is to represent them. What are the important things that have happened to them, what things are important in life, where do they live and what sort of people does God want us to be? They can use colours and pictures to represent each element they choose. Remember that flags are usually quite simple. What can different colours mean e.g. gold=best, blue=water. Give each an A4 page to make a flag and then at end ask some to share how they have designed their flag and what it says about them.
