passing on customs or beliefs from one generation to another.

a long established belief or custom

the method or style established by an artist / writer or movement and
followed by others.

“If your traditions do not inspire your children, decide which you really
need to keep.” What traditions can you identify in your local church?

Spend some time reflecting on those traditions.

Are there any that definitely need to be preserved?

Are there any that can be adapted to serve the church today?
Are there any that should stop?

Prayer Action:

Time capsule — if you were to leave behind some objects/words/phrases

that would give people in the future an idea of what you are about as a
Church what would they be? Write/draw on the time capsule 1.

Reflect on what people have written/drawn, is this what you want to be
known for as a church? On the second time capsule write/draw what
you would like to be known for as a Church.

Ask God to help you as the Body of Christ become what you believe He

wants you to be.
