FINANCIAL SUPPORT

With the reduction of budgets, many valuable
programmes that seek to invest in the care and
growth of children and young people will have to
be cut. This will be hugely detrimental to students,
particularly those most vulnerable. Perhaps your
church could sponsor one of these programmes
or sessions. Your financial contribution could
mean that an external expert organisation is able
to run programmes within the school. This would
be a valuable resource to both staff and students..
